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Program Information

Program Description: a traditional Passover Seder but using all chocolate
Program Goals:  have an alternative seder before Pesach for all Jewish students at Michigan State University, with a focus on the more spiritual aspects of Pesach and eat lots of chocolate.

Target Population: Jewish students of all affiliations that are interested in learning about the more spiritual side of Pesach

Frequency of program: once 

Number of students who participated in program: approximately 15

Planning process: we first had to secure the date with Hillel and there were a few conflicts because of the amount of non-traditional seders being offered this year, but we were able to have it the night before Pesach began. Becky Adelberg created the actual seder using pieces from other publications and we collaborated through a few phone calls. The Women’s program chair was also included on the committee and aided by helping to publicize the event. The day of the seder, Becky and I went grocery shopping and bought all of the supplies needed. 

Supplies: Chocolate Milk (enough for four cups per person), M&M’s preferably the green ones only, dark, milk, bittersweet chocolate, strawberries, marshmallows, graham crackers, chocolate covered Matzah (enough for the three matzot and to break up and pass around), large chocolate prize for the afikomen

Budget: approximately $100 for food. Paper goods were supplied by MSU Hillel

Publicity: on monthly calendar, in the weekly Hillel email, flyers around Hillel, announced at the previous Shabbat dinner, used palm cards distributed in the dorms to Jewish students, word of mouth.

Program Follow up

Suggestions for someone who plans a similar program: try to plan the seder for at least a week before Pesach, so incase there are leftovers (which there probably will be) you won’t have to throw it out right away. 

How did program impact students: gave students a different view on Pesach the more spiritual side to the traditional seder, also gave them an opportunity to hear about Pesach traditions from other students.
