	Traditional Payment Plan - All financial commitments will be paid 50% by September 1st and the balance by December 31st.  Payments may be made by check or credit card (credit card payments must be made in person in the synagogue office).  

	
	10 Payment Plan (Credit Card Only) – All financial commitments will be charged in 10 equal monthly installments from September through June (on or around the 10th of each month) of the current fiscal year.  A $10 processing fee will be added to each payment.  Valid credit card information must be provided in advance (see below).

	
	Special Arrangements – I request a meeting with the members of the Finance Committee to discuss special arrangements as my financial circumstances do not permit me to make payments through either of the above options.  I will provide documentation as requested by the Finance Committee to support my request.

	
	Limited Income Senior Citizens – I request the continuation of special arrangements and agree to speak to a Finance Committee member to discuss current year arrangements if requested.


Any congregant with past due balances must settle these charges prior to August 31st.  All payments received will automatically be applied to past due balances and congregants will need to follow the selected option for current year obligations in order to receive High Holy Day tickets.  Late fees may be assessed for overdue payments.
If I fail to pay my obligations per the above or fail to meet mutually agreed upon payment arrangements, the synagogue may deny or suspend all membership benefits including the suspension of Bar/Bat Mitzvah preparation, cancellation of Bar/Bat Mitzvah dates, attendance of my children in religious or pre-school.  I accept and understand my legal obligation to BTBJ and acknowledge such by initialing the appropriate selection above and by either signing below or by accepting any benefit of membership including acceptance of tickets for High Holy Days services.
