RE: BETH EL SYNAGOGUE LIMITED SERVICE CATERING AGREEMENT

Dear Mr. Eddie Levy:

As you are no doubt aware, Beth El Synagogue has recently completed a building expansion that included the construction of a new sanctuary, an upgraded social hall and fully redesigned kitchens.  Now that the dust has settled, and the kitchens are fully functional, we invite you to continue to be one of the caterers on our list of approved drop-off service caterers.

During our renovation and building expansion, discount fees were in effect.  This letter lists our 2005-2006 limited service caterer fees.  The fees will be as follows:

	Function
	Fees

	Luncheon; drop-off a ; no servers
	$1.00/person

	Luncheon; drop-off; no more than two servers
	$100.00 + $1.00/person


a – drop-off service applies to luncheons for which no hot food service is offered and only disposable goods for table coverings, utensils and plates are used.  Hot beverages are considered part of a drop-off luncheon. 

All function fees must be paid before food is delivered to the Synagogue.  We also request that you provide Beth El with an information copy of the bill that you are giving to the individual(s) whom you bill for the function.  As has been our custom, we also require that you provide Beth El with a copy of your current letter of Kashrut and liability insurance information for our records.

There are no fees for drop-off services provided for Synagogue functions such as meetings, Men’s Club, Sisterhood, Religious School or Preschool luncheons or dinners, or special Synagogue events.
As an approved limited service caterer you realize that you are an independent contractor and that no employment relationship exists between you, your employees and Beth El Synagogue.  Also, you agree that you assume all liability for your acts and omissions, as well as, those of your employees.  Furthermore, even though you represent that you are adequately insured, you agree to indemnify Beth El Synagogue and its congregation and to hold same harmless against any and all claims arising out of your catering service during each and every function you cater.

Beth El restricts full service catering to a very limited number of caterers.  We feel that this approach provides our congregants with greater flexibility than that available through an exclusive caterer, while providing those caterers on our full-service list an opportunity to excel.  We review this list every two-years and make appropriate revisions based on our working relationships with each caterer.  Quality, customer satisfaction and timeliness are the primary criteria by which we rate our caterers.  This provides an opportunity for our limited service caterers to be awarded full-service catering agreements in the future.

I am providing you with two copies of this letter.  Please indicate your acceptance of the terms and conditions of this letter by signing and dating both copies and returning them to me in the enclosed pre-stamped envelope.  I will then counter-sign them and return one copy to you for your records.

I look forward to continuing our business relationship for many years to come.
