Dear Educator,

As parents of young children, my husband and I find we are on a continual
learning curve. In a recent parenting class, we learned to let our child
"own" a problem. Instead of solving it, we ask, "How are you going to fix
that?" or "What are you going to do about that?" The child takes on the
solution and makes it hers. If she gets stuck, we ask, "Would you like
some ideas?" Then we propose three solutions, the first one being
outrageous.




Remember this important semantic point. Instead of saying, "you could”,
try "some people (kids) would..." This is a great way to reinforce problem
solving for all ages - toddlers to adult congregants. Plus, you get to take a
little weight off your shoulders. Try it out!

The Ethiopian Jews of Israel: Personal Stories of Life in the Promised Land. by Len
Lyons. Jewish Lights Publishing (adult resource). The Ethiopian story is incredible — an ancient
civilization with deep faith, whisked into modernity to pursue a dream. The modern ingathering has
grown from 100 immigrants in 1977 to over 100,000 Ethiopian Israelis that now reside in Israel.
Two years of research, interviews and photographs provide an in-depth view of the Ethiopian
dream to become make aliyah. I appreciated an historical overview of Ethiopian Jewry. Vignettes
include: a college student fulfilling her father's dream; a "power-couple" that works to improve the
lives of Ethiopian citizens; and a young man who was fostered by youth aliyah until his family
arrived eight years later. So many issues are portrayed - difficulties with integration, the sacrifices
of Ethiopian soldiers for the State of Israel; integrating the Orit (the bible in Ge'ez) with modern
Judaism; cultural rifts between Israeli and Ethiopian culture; and political challenges. This book is
incredibly rich. I plan to revisit this book often in order to absorb and enjoy its diverse tales.
