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You have been seeing a lot of exciting news about 
what’s happening at the Fuchsberg Jerusalem 
Center – our “Jewish address” in Israel – where 
we can study at the yeshiva, live in the residence 
hall, daven at the Masorti shul, and attend lectures 
and concerts. Last winter, our region announced a 
goal to raise $250,000 during the next 12 months 
to help finish the Fuchsberg campus.   
 
In this newsletter, we are officially kicking off our 
campaign. Other regions have followed our lead; 
now we need to start raising funds.  Please join us 
and make it happen. 
 
Stateside, on December 4, 2005, I will head the 
Seaboard delegation to the USCJ Biennial Con-
vention at the Park Plaza Hotel in Boston. Our 
goal is to have at least one delegate from every 
synagogue. 
 
The convention©s special multiday programs and 
top-notch speakers help synagogue leaders learn 
more about our movement; address membership, 
financial, programming, and religious issues in 
how-to workshops; and have a great time with old 
and new friends. 
 
You can register for the full, 5-day convention 
(Dec. 4–8) or fewer days, if that fits your schedule. 
The region has special subsidies for new presi-
dents and first-time attendees. See our Web site 
for full Convention details, and contact Regional 
Executive Director Mark Waldman at 301 230 
0801 ext.

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As part of  USCJ’s efforts to increase our  public 
policy and social action presence, we recently  
held our first joint USCJ and Rabbinical Assem-
bly Advocacy Program in Washington D.C.  For 
two days,  100 rabbis and  members of Conser-
vative congregations across the United States 
met with Bush Administration officials and lob-
bied members of Congress on important issues 
to Conservative Jews.  Our delegation included 
all the USY international officers. Steven Novick, 
international USY communications vice presi-
dent and member of Beth Emeth in Herndon, 
Virginia, was part of the delegation.  Below is an 
edited version of a d’var Torah he gave at his 
synagogue about the program. 
 

On June 6–7, I attended the USCJ/Rabbinical 
Assembly joint political advocacy days in Wash-
ington, D.C., as a member of the USY interna-
tional board. 
 

We met with administration officials, including an 
official from the Office of Faith-Based and Com-
munity Initiatives and the Deputy National Secu-
rity Advisor.

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Special fundraising events run the gamut when it comes to small community synagogues: dinners honor-

ing volunteers, galas, concerts, auctions—silent and loud.  Congregations in smaller communities often 

have the challenge of raising non-dues funds just to make ends meet—to take care of the basics and cre-

ate a sense of community. 
 

Beth El Congregation in Durham is a 100-year old Conservative congregation with about 300 families—

an interesting mix of academics, physicians, some entrepreneurs, a few long-time members and many 

newcomers—young people looking to create a sense of community. 
 

At a social gathering just a few years ago, shul president, Abby Zarkin, heard about progressive dinner 

parties as a nonthreatening way to make a donation, party with neighbors and congregational friends, and 

build the community by offering a little something for everyone.  The concept morphed from dinner parties 

to home parties—Shabbat dinners and a host of other home-based events that capitalized on community 

creativity and appealed to every member. 
 

We chose a theme—“Guess Who’s Coming to Dinner”—and sent a clever evite to every member of Beth 

El.  The evite set the tone for the events.  We hosted more than 15 events all over Durham and Chapel 

Hill: a mad hatter tea party for kids, a tapas dinner party (kosher, of course), poker night, a teen pool 

party, afternoon tea, and a scotch-tasting introduced with a d’rash about the history of scotch by a knowl-

edgeable congregant. 
 

Each party was independent, limited only by the hosts’ creativity.  The hosts invited friends, listed their 

special gathering on a Fundraising Party Web site, and set the contribution level. Synagogue administra-

tor, Laura Quigley, kept a central calendar, tried to iron out conflicts, and updated the Web site and de-

scribed the events in the congregation’s e-mail newsletter. 
 

All the events were successful.  We hoped to raise $6–8,000; we have raised almost $7,000, and the 

money is still coming in.  One of the teen parties, a breakfast ‘til midnight, included a mitzvah component: 

participants also brought canned goods for the local food pantry in Durham. 
 

The whole idea was so easy, because it gave people an excuse to have a party and raise funds for the 

shul, while building the community and encouraging inclusivity. 
 

Home party fundraisers can be adapted to congregations of any size.  Just let your creativity soar.  The 

formula certainly worked for Beth El. 
 

Success comes easy when you start at home. 
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The Mad Hatter and Mary Poppins threw a tea 
party that was very family friendly. Activities for 
the kids included a bounce house and materials 
to decorate their own tea cups.  The children 
also collected canned goods at the party and do-
nated them to a local food bank.

Elliot Abrams, the Deputy National Security Advisor (who also is an active member of Olam Tikvah) also 
spoke to us about Israel’s situation and the Gaza disengagement plan.   
 

At dinner at the Historic 6th and I Synagogue, we heard from Michael Chertoff, the Secretary of the De-
partment of Homeland Security, whose father and grandfather were Conservative rabbis and who grew 
up as an active member of USY. After dinner, we attended an interfaith service at the National Cathedral 
to raise awareness about  international  hunger. 
 

On Tuesday, we spent the day visiting representatives, including Eric Cantor, the Deputy Majority Whip 
and only Jewish Republican in the House. We also met with the Israeli Ambassador to the United States, 
Daniel Ayalon, who addressed us and answered our questions about Israeli security, the Gaza disen-
gagement, and Iran and its nuclear potential. 
 

I think the program could be improved by meeting with more representatives from both sides of the aisle 
and some non-Jewish representatives. I thought it was a great two days. This is how democracy works, 
and even though each one of us is just a small fish in a big pond, every one of us is important to the sys-
tem. I am definitely going to try to attend again next year. 
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A spa retreat experience can re-energize, refresh 
and renew, but for 30 executive directors from 
the Conservative Movement, it also required ef-
fort, focus, and dedication.  The NAASE Week of 
Study at JTS was a unique time to bask in the 
mental aura of JTS scholars; participate, not su-
pervise; have our needs met, not only see to the 
need of others. The payoff is an executive direc-
tor whose soul feels massaged and whose mind 
feels quenched. 
 
While one week of intense study does not a 
scholar make, now I won’t feel intimidated when I 
have this opportunity again.  Challenging but 
also reachable, inspirational but also practical, 
serious but also entertaining—these are the 
characteristics that triggered a newfound confi-
dence in myself as the week progressed. 
 
I wanted to attend to fulfill a goal for the upcom-
ing year—to expand my Jewish experiences.  I 
assumed that once I attended the Week of 
Study, I would be able to check that off of my 
goal-list.  Now I know that it simply and surpris-
ingly sparked a wealth of new possibilities to 
grow Jewishly.   And for that I am not only grate-
ful, but also blessed. 
 
I’m sure that the pages of copious notes I took, 
the connections I made to my colleagues, and 
the gift of time to get in touch with my Jewish 
soul and mind will make me a better executive 
director.

Three education directors from Seaboard Re-
gion — Josh Bender from Beth Am of Baltimore, 
Iren Fertel from Beth Emeth in Herndon, and 
Scott Littky of Agudas Achim in Alexandria — 
participated in the first annual  Lilmod U'Lilam-
edNot-So-New Education Directors’ Institute in 
New York, sponsored by USCJ. 
 
“Sometimes we laughed and times we could see 
the intensity on our colleagues’ faces as we ex-
plored the intricacies and challenges of our 
schools,” said Bender.  The educators reflected 
on and investigated pieces of student work — 
including writing, art, and other work — as a 
lens into the way students learn and how 
schools function to meet students’ Judaic 
needs. 
 
Rabbi Stuart Seltzer engaged the educators in 
text study, reminded them of many angles to 
teach a particular text, and shared interesting 
methods of teaching. 
 
Littky noted that the institute included unex-
pected, “interesting philosophical discussions 
about the many approaches education directors” 
use in their multifaceted jobs. 
 
Guided by Serene Victor, USCJ consultant, the 
29 participants discovered a variety of ways to 
make observations by asking probing questions, 
without jumping to conclusions. “Serene brings 
a reflective approach to a principal’s job,” said 
Fertel, who said the experience of learning with 
29 Conservative Jewish educators from around 
the country was “very invigorating.”  Bender 
added that “the most important lesson we 
learned was the importance of reflective practice 
in everything we do.  We also learned that re-
flecting is not a solo practice, but one we do with 
our faculty, our community, and, as Lilmod U' 
Lilamed showed us, with our colleagues.” 
All three educators expressed appreciation to 
Serene and Stuart for their dedication and edu-
cational leadership and to the region for helping

Promised Nation, Promised Land,  

or Both? 
 
A traditional Jew, praying every morning, de-
votes the beginning of the service to getting in 
the mood … through reciting psalms, blessings, 
and various quotations.  As we near the peak of 
this emotional build-up, we include a section 
from Nehemiah (9:8) recalling the covenant the 
Lord made with Abram to give him “the lands of 
the Canaanite, the Hittite, the Amorite, the Periz-
zite, the Jebusite, and the Girgashite.”  Through-
out the Torah, we are told of the “land” we will 
be given, and this continues to be part of our 
heritage. 
 
Reflecting on the Children of Israel’s journey to 
the Promised Land, only to be dispersed by vari-
ous conquering nations in the centuries that fol-
lowed, one cannot help but wonder what we 
would be as a nation if we were defined only by 
our territory.  We might be as extinct as the Phil-
istines or the Moabites or the Phoenicians.  By 
evolving into a non-territorially-bound nation af-
ter the destruction of the Temples, we ensured 
our own survival. 
 
Even if descendants of the Philistines exist to-
day, they are not a “people” in a unified, ho-
mogenous sense.  Over the centuries, many na-
tions have struggled to reconcile nationality and 
territory, with mixed success.  It seems to me 
that our “nation” was an early adopter of the 
concept of a non-territorial people – even as we 
struggle to maintain the geography of the mod-
ern Israeli state – and that this has given us 
strength and durability.  It is a model that politi-
cal and religious communities today, for both 
better and worse, use with varying degrees of 
success.  And we see in our own generation that 
sometimes, at least in the near term, it is a 
model that can work. 

 
Strengthening the Middle 

 
As Conservative Jews, we are often in a difficult 
position, precisely because ours is seen as a mid-
dle position.  Indeed, it  is a challenge to be 
“passionate about the center.”  Yet, this is pre-
cisely how we should feel. 
 
Our Movement is consistent with the ancient 
struggle in Judaism expressed by our rabbis and 
reflected in our sacred texts and teachings—to 
blend and amalgamate tradition and modernity.  
Conservative Judaism offers us the opportunity to 
live lives as committed Jews while recognizing 
and seeking to harmonize our lives with the ad-
vances of science and scholarship. 
 
We should be no less vigilant in our observance 
and commitment to Shabbat, kashrut, worship, 
and community than the members of any other 
denomination.  One of the strengths of what we 
have to offer is the opportunity to emphasize the 
importance of ritual and Jewish observance, while 
emphasizing the importance of ethical actions and 
conducting ourselves in a manner consistent with 
Jewish teachings.  We should strive to bring both 
dimensions of our tradition into our lives. 
 
We do this by our personal, individual obser-
vances within the context of our home and family 
life, as well as the conduct of our interpersonal 
relationships, both business and personal.  We 
also solidify and perpetuate these principles by 
strengthening our synagogues and by actively 
participating in all that our congregations have to 
offer. 
 
May we dedicate ourselves in the coming year to 
fulfilling our mission as Jews—to be a holy people.
